Securing our future (2 Corinthians 5:14–20)
1. Our motivation: We are loved by Christ (vv. 14–15)
The love of Christ compels us… Those alive in Christ should no longer 
live for themselves, but for the one who died for them and was raised.

2. Our transformation: We are reconciled to God (vv. 16–18)
If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation… Everything is from God, who 
has reconciled us to himself through Christ, and has given us the 
ministry of reconciliation.

3. Our participation: We are ambassadors for Christ (vv. 19–20)
We are Christ’s ambassadors; God is making his appeal through us. We 
speak for Christ when we plead, “Be reconciled to God.”
